That process usually begins with a design consultation. “Once I see the space where the painting will hang, I can make suggestions to homeowners or interior designers. Their feedback fuels my inspiration.” The results 
are works of timeless art that personalize a home with portraits of loved ones, local landscapes, or  combinations of both.
Last winter, Ms. Jackson joined the faculty of the Cape Coral Art League to teach techniques of classical portraiture and is a member of the Lee County Alliance of the Arts in Fort Meyers. She maintains a summer studio in Norwalk, CT, is Founder & President Emerita of the Connecticut Society of Portrait Artists and is the CT Ambassador for the Portrait Society of America. Her award-winning paintings hang in private collections and in galleries on three continents including the cradle of the renaissance Florence, Italy where Jackson studied and lived for eight years.
